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Everyone Has A Story 
The Story of  Thomas and Lisa Klein

Thomas and Lisa Klein, who are relatively new members 
of Shaare Zedek, have a most unusual story to tell.  Thomas 
was born on the 200th birthday of our country (July 4, 1976) on 
the Lackland Air Force Base in San Antonio, TX.   His father, 
Alan Klein, who is a reform rabbi (now retired) and the son 
of a reform rabbi, was an Air Force chaplain in Texas when 
Thomas was born.  Thomas’ parents met in Cincinnati when 
they were college students.   (His father attended Hebrew 
Union College and his mother, Dianne Abelson Klein- - who 
was raised in St. Louis and whose father, Philip Abelson grew 
up at SZ - - was a student at 
the University of Cincinnati.)    
Mrs. Klein became an accoun-
tant and has found accounting 
positions from the time she 
graduated until this day (wher-
ever she lived).   Thomas is the 
oldest of their 3 sons.   Next in 
line is Rafe (Raphael), who is 2 
years’ Thomas’ junior and then 
5 years later came Sam.  Today, 
Rafe and Rabbi Klein live in St. 
Louis and Sam and Mrs. Klein 
are in Kansas City.

	 Because his family 
moved from one air force base 
to another throughout his childhood, Thomas and his broth-
ers attended schools in Alaska, Alabama, Florida, Colorado, 
and England.   Some of the bases were located in the South 
in rural, right-wing Christian communities, and the boys were 
often the only Jewish students in their class.  For Thomas, 
the worst school was in the Florida panhandle, which he de-
scribed as “deep South.” His third-grade teacher read Bible 
stories every morning, and it was not unusual for teachers to 
spank the students.  Thomas’ secondary education ended in 
England in a school for children of American military families.   
That was the best school he had ever attended (although it 
had no other Jewish students).  It was like a typical American 
School that happened to be located in England.  He played 
football and ice hockey, and for the first time, he felt that he 
“fit in.”  

	 Military families are like islands in the ocean.   They go 
from place to place without extended family or former friends 
to form a support system.  “They have no network, but they 
have each other.”  Thomas’ family was no exception.   He 
feels that his family was close - - especially his mother and 
the boys because his father was often sent on a mission.   

	 Despite the dearth of Jews in their lives, Thomas’ 
family maintained Jewish rituals and customs according to 
reform doctrine.  They attended Friday night services (which 
were led by Rabbi Klein), observed the Jewish holidays, lit 

candles on Friday nights, and celebrated the Bar Mitzvah and 
confirmation of each of the boys.

	 1995 was the year of three major changes for the 
family: (1) Rabbi Klein’s military service ended; (2) Thomas’ 
parents separated; and, (3) Thomas graduated from high 
school.  After graduating, Thomas enrolled in the University 
of Colorado in Boulder, completing his freshman and part of 
his sophomore year and then transferred to the University 
of Kansas (K.U.) in Lawrence, Kansas, majoring in political 
science.   In college, he joined a fraternity and had an active 

social life, but he didn’t go to 
Hillel or have Jewish friends. 

After a couple years at 
K.U., Thomas joined his father 
in Hazleton, PA where his father 
was employed as a pulpit rabbi.  
He lived with his father for a year 
in PA, and then moved back to 
Kansas City.   

In 2004, he met Lisa Olga 
Johanna Winner, who would in 
time become his wife.   Lisa’s 
childhood was totally different 
from Thomas’.  She was born 
on December 10, 1975 in Kal-

mar, Sweden, and lived in the village of Kristvallabrunn.   Her 
mother was Swedish, and according to Lisa, had blond hair 
and blue eyes and was a secular Lutheran.   Her father, on 
the other hand, grew up in a Jewish family in Yonkers, NY.   
They met in the summer of 1966 in Greece where her father 
stopped on his way to Israel and where her mother was va-
cationing with her family.   They fell in love and Lisa’s father 
never made it to Israel.   Instead, he married Lisa’s mother 
and settled in the little Swedish village where Lisa and her 
sister, Anna, grew up.   The girls’ elementary school was a 
three-room schoolhouse that combined 2 consecutive grades 
in each of the 3 rooms.   Lisa’s father was a nurse practitioner, 
and her mother was the special education teacher in their 
school.   (The girls attended middle school and high school 
in a neighboring town.)   While growing up, Lisa (who today 
has no apparent accent) spoke only Swedish.   She started 
to take English in the 4th grade and excelled in it.  In addi-
tion to the English she learned in school, Lisa was exposed 
to the language both on TV, because of American and British 
programs, and in movie theaters, where American films were 
shown intact with Swedish subtitles.  

The highlight of Lisa’s life, as a child, was her involve-
ment with horses.   Competitive riding took up much of Lisa’s 
time for several years.  She and her sister each had her own 
horse, and her parents at first rented a farm so that they didn’t 
have to board the horses.  Later, when Lisa was in middle 
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school, her family actually moved to the farm, which, in addi-
tion to horses, had dairy and beef cattle plus a few crops.   

Growing up, Lisa went to church with her family on 
Christmas and sang in the choir.  They celebrated both 
Christmas and Easter with their large extended family, but 
they weren’t otherwise observant.   For instance, they didn’t 
say grace, and religion didn’t impact their daily lives.  In those 
days, Lisa and her sister were not very close.    In fact, she 
was closer to her cousins than she was to her sister.  Anna 
was four years younger than she, and they were very differ-
ent.  However, when their mother died suddenly in 1992 of 
an aneurysm, the sisters became closer.   Even today, Lisa 
calls Anna several times a week.

In the 8th grade, Lisa decided that she wanted to go 
to the United States during her summer vacation.   She 
discussed her ideas with her father.   Knowing that they had 
lots of relatives in the States (from her mother’s side as well 
as her father’s), Lisa thought she could spend the summer 
traveling from one family to another, and she worked out a 
plan.   Her father agreed to let her go, and that was the first 
of many summers of visiting the States.   In the summer of 
1993, her sister Anna went with her.

Because Lisa started college in 1994, she didn’t go to the 
United States again until 1997.  In January, 1998, after Lisa 
graduated from college with a B.A. in Education, she went to 
Toronto, Canada and worked as a nanny.   A year and a half 
later, she went back to Sweden where she got a job teaching 
Swedish, English, and Social Studies to 6th, 7th, and 8th grade 
students at an international school in Stockholm.   A couple 
years later, Lisa was hired by a more upscale, international 
charter school to teach all subjects to 5th and 6th graders.  

	 In 2003, Lisa decided that she wanted to officially 
become Jewish and went through a traditional or (in Lisa’s 
words) “a conservadox” conversion in Stockholm.  After the 
conversion ceremony in June, Lisa went to Israel, but she 
returned in the fall to continue teaching at the charter school, 
where she stayed until November, 2004.

	 Nine months before that (in February), Lisa, who was 
living and teaching in Sweden, and Thomas, who was then 

in Kansas City, met online (on  Jdate).   
When summer vacation came along, 
Lisa went to the United States to meet 
Thomas face-to-face.  They spent the 
summer together, and then Lisa went 
back to Sweden and her teaching posi-
tion.   

When Thomas got a job with a 
marketing firm in St. Louis in Septem-
ber, Lisa began looking for work there, 
too.   She was hired by the Saul Mirowitz 
Day School -Reform Jewish Academy, 
and began teaching kindergarten at the 
academy in November.   They became 
engaged the last day of Hanukkah, and 
she continued working at SMDS – RJA 
until May, 2005 when she was hired by 
the Sylvan Learning Center in Creve 
Coeur to be the Director of Education.  

Three months later, Lisa was promoted to the Director of the 
entire center. 

	 Lisa and Thomas got married on July 1, 2006 at 
United Hebrew Congregation.   (They were the 4th generation 
on Thomas’ mother’s side to be married at UH.)  In the fall of 
2006, Thomas stopped working for the State Farm agent in 
Valley Park, where he had been employed, and enrolled in 
UMSL, where he is currently working on a degree in English.   
When he graduates, Thomas hopes to go to law school at 
either St. Louis University or Washington University.

	 For the first year of their marriage, Lisa and Thomas 
were members of United Hebrew, but after the High Holidays 
in the fall of 2007, Lisa realized that she missed some of the 
traditional rituals of Conservative Judaism and decided to 
visit a Conservative synagogue close to their home.   Con-
sequently, during Sukkot, she came to Shaare Zedek for a 
lunchtime service and loved what she saw.   She was very 
impressed with Rabbi Fasman and Hazzan Dulkin, and she 
found the members to be very warm and welcoming.   Lisa and 
Thomas returned to SZ a few times and decided to become 
members.   Lisa stated that among other things, “Rabbi Fas-
man has taught me that there is a Jewish way to approach 
subjects and issues in a predominately Christian society.”

The Kleins are a most unusual couple and have a unique 
story.   Thomas stated: “Lisa has a great sense of humor and 
a big heart; cares for people, animals and, even strangers; 
is very strong but also very giving.”   Lisa added: “Thomas is 
fun and kind and that they spend a lot of time together, laugh 
a lot ;and when they are together they really have a good 
time.”  In spite of the vast differences in their backgrounds, 
they have found their soul-mates.
